At its thirty-fifth session, the Committee will consider the initial report of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela,[footnoteRef:2] the combined second and third periodic reports of the Syrian Arab Republic[footnoteRef:3] and the third periodic report of the Plurinational State of Bolivia.[footnoteRef:4] It will adopt concluding observations on those reports. The Secretary-General has informed the States parties concerned of the dates on which their reports are scheduled for consideration by the Committee, in accordance with its provisional programme of work.
At its fourteenth session, the Committee established a simplified reporting procedure,[footnoteRef:5] which consists in the preparation and adoption of a list of issues to be transmitted to the State party concerned prior to the submission of its report. The replies of the State party to the list of issues constitute its report under article 73 (1) of the Convention. In order to support an increased use of the simplified reporting procedure by States parties, the Committee decided, at its thirty-fifth session, to move from an opt-in to an opt-out procedure, so that the simplified reporting procedure under rule 33 (2) of its rules of procedure becomes the default procedure and the traditional reporting procedure the exception. The Committee will therefore adopt a list of issues prior to reporting for any State party to the Convention that has not explicitly opted for the traditional reporting procedure after having been duly informed of this decision by the Committee. At its thirty-fifth session, the Committee will adopt lists of issues prior to reporting in respect of Senegal and Türkiye. [5: 		A/66/48, para. 26.] 

	6.	Methods of work of the Committee
The Committee will discuss its methods of work, the harmonization of treaty body working methods and other issues arising from General Assembly resolution 68/268, on strengthening and enhancing the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system, and resolutions 73/162, and 75/174, on the human rights treaty body system; and resolution 76/160, on the promotion of equitable geographical distribution in the membership of the human rights treaty bodies.
	7.	Promotion of the Convention
The Committee will discuss its involvement in and support for various events and initiatives to continue promoting the Convention, including meetings with stakeholders, days of general discussion and the preparation of general comments. During the session, the Committee will hold a public day of general discussion with a view to the development of its general comment No. 6 on the convergence of the Convention and the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration. It will also hold a public joint event with the Committee on the Rights of the Child to mark the fifth anniversary of joint general comments No. 3 and No. 4 of the Committee on the Protection of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families/No. 22 and No. 23 of the Committee on the Rights of the Child (2017).
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
