3.	Please provide updated information on the steps taken by the State party to establish an independent children’s ombudsperson to address complaints from or on behalf of children.
4.	In view of the increased financial resources of the State party accruing from its extractive industries, please indicate in detail, with statistics, measures undertaken to increase allocation of the financial resources of the State party to the education and health care of all children, including those in an asylum-seeking, refugee or internal displacement situation. 
5.	Please provide detailed updated information on measures undertaken by the State party to strengthen its data collection system in follow-up to the Committee’s previous recommendations (CRC/C/AZE/CO/2, paragraph 19).
