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1.  Opening of the session

The representative of the Secretary-General will open the thirty-second session of the
Committee.

2. Adoption of the agenda

In accordance with rule 5 of the Committee’s rules of procedure, the present annotated
provisional agenda has been prepared by the Secretary-General in consultation with the Chair
of the Committee.

In accordance with rule 6 of the Committee’s rules of procedure, the adoption of the agenda
shall be the first item on the provisional agenda of any session, except where the election of
officers is required pursuant to rule 13. In accordance with rule 7, the Committee may revise
the agenda during a session and may, as appropriate, defer or delete items.

3. Organizational matters

The thirty-second session of the Committee, initially scheduled to be held from 30 March to
9 April 2020 in Geneva, was postponed owing to the coronavirus disease (COVID-19)
pandemic.

The Committee will discuss its involvement in and support for various events and initiatives
to continue promoting the Convention, including meetings with stakeholders, days of general
discussion and the preparation of general comments.

Adoption of the annual report

In accordance with article 74 (7) of the Convention, the Committee will submit an annual
report to the General Assembly on the implementation of the Convention. The report will
cover the intersessional period from 21 May 2020, the date of the submission of the annual
report of the committee (A/75/48), to the thirty-second session of the Committee.
