implementation of articles 29 to 34 of the Convention. 

 (b) Strategy to increase ratification of the Convention 

The Committee will examine the rate at which the Convention is being ratified and discuss 

strategies to encourage both ratification of the Convention and acceptance of the 

competence of the Committee under articles 31 and 32 of the Convention.
