7. Please provide details on the legal provisions and concrete information on the practice
regarding police custody and pre-trial detention. Please explain how the rights recognized in
article 9, paragraph 3, are guaranteed and indicate how soon after arrest is accessto alawyer
guaranteed.

8. Please provide information about the actual conditions in prisons and other places of
detention. Please supply statistics on the number of prisoners and give a breakdown of the
prison population by age, sex and type of offence committed.

9. What measures have been taken to improve prison conditions and to investigate deathsin
custody? Please comment on allegations that prisoners are denied access to medical care and
that no autopsy has been performed on the bodies of political prisoners. Bearing in mind what is
stated in paragraph 93 of the report, are prisoners subjected to forced labour?
