	1.	Opening of the session 
The ninth session of the Committee will be opened by the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights or his representative.
	2.	Solemn declaration by the newly elected members of the Committee
In accordance with rule 11 of the rules of procedure, upon assuming their duties, the newly elected members of the Committee shall make the following solemn declaration: 
I solemnly declare that I shall perform my duties and exercise my powers as a member of the Committee on Enforced Disappearances independently, objectively, honourably, faithfully, impartially and conscientiously.
	3.	Election of officers
In accordance with rule 15 of the rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect from among its members a Chair, three Vice-Chairs and a Rapporteur, with due regard to equitable geographical representation. In electing its officers, the Committee shall also give consideration to appropriate gender balance and, to the extent possible, rotation among members.
	4.	Adoption of the agenda
In accordance with rule 8 of the rules of procedure, the first item on the provisional agenda for any session shall be the adoption of the agenda, except for the election of the officers. Under this item, the Committee will consider and adopt the agenda for its ninth session.
	5.	Minute of silence in remembrance of victims of enforced disappearances
The Committee will hold a minute of silence in remembrance of victims of enforced disappearance. 
	6.	Information received by the Committee
The Committee will consider any information received in relation to articles 33 and 34 of the Convention.
