The representative of the Secretary-General will open the twenty-fourth session of the Committee.
	2.	Solemn declaration by the newly elected members of the Committee under rule 11 of the provisional rules of procedure
In accordance with rule 11 of the provisional rules of procedure, each new member of the Committee elected at the seventh meeting of States parties to the Convention, held on 30 June 2015, will make the following solemn declaration before assuming his or her duties: “I solemnly declare that I will perform my duties and exercise my powers as a member of the Committee on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families honourably, faithfully, impartially and conscientiously”.
	3.	Election of officers, according to rules 12 and 13 of the provisional rules of procedure
In accordance with article 75 (2) of the Convention and rule 14, paragraph 1, of the provisional rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect its officers for a term of two years. Pursuant to rules 12 and 13 of the provisional rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect from among its members a Chair, three Vice-Chairs and a Rapporteur.
Under rule 13 of the provisional rules of procedure, when there is only one candidate for election of one of its officers, the Committee may decide to elect that person by acclamation. Where there are two or more candidates for election as one of its officers, or where the Committee otherwise decides to proceed with a ballot, the person who obtains a simple majority of the votes cast shall be elected. Elections shall be held by secret ballot.

At its twenty-fourth session, the Committee will consider the initial reports of Lesotho (CMW/C/LSO/1), Mauritania (CMW/C/MRT/1) and Turkey (CMW/C/TUR/1) and the second and third periodic reports of Senegal (CMW/C/SEN/2-3) under its simplified reporting procedure.
