	In accordance with rule 14 of the rules of procedure (CAT/C/3/Rev.3 4), the five members s of the Committee elected or re‑elected at the Eighth Meeting of the States parties to the Convention on 28 November 2001 appointed under rule 13 to fill a casual vacancy will make the following solemn declaration: 

“I solemnly declare that I will perform my duties and exercise my powers as a member of the Committee against Torture honourably, faithfully, impartially and conscientiously.”

3.  Election of the officers a vice-chairperson of the Committee

	In accordance with article 18, paragraph 1, of the Convention, and rules 15 and 16 of the rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect from among its members a vice-chairperson chairman, three vice‑chairmen and a rapporteur.  The officers of the Committee shall be elected for a term of two years to replace the member who occupied this function when he died.

1 4.  Adoption of the agenda 

	Under rule 8 of the rules of procedure, the first item on the agenda of any session shall be the adoption of the agenda, except for the election of officers when required under rule 15.
