ANNOTATIONS

1.  Opening of the session by the representative of the Secretary‑General


The thirty-second session of the Committee will be opened by the representative of the Secretary‑General, who will preside over the meeting until the election of the Chairman of the Committee.

2.  Solemn declaration by the newly elected member of the Committee 


In accordance with rule 14 of the rules of procedure (CAT/C/3/Rev.4), the member of the Committee elected at the Ninth Meeting of the States Parties to the Convention on 26 November 2003 will make the following solemn declaration: 

“I solemnly declare that I will perform my duties and exercise my powers as a member of the Committee against Torture honourably, faithfully, impartially and conscientiously.”

3.  Election of the officers of the Committee


In accordance with article 18, paragraph 1, of the Convention, and rules 15 and 16 of the rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect from among its members a chairman, three vice-chairmen and a rapporteur. The officers of the Committee shall be elected for a term of two years.  

4.  Adoption of the agenda 


Under rule 8 of the rules of procedure, the first item on the agenda of any session shall be the adoption of the agenda, except for the election of officers when required under rule 15.  In accordance with rule 9, during a session the Committee may revise the agenda and may, as appropriate, defer or delete items; only urgent and important items may be added to the agenda.

5.  Organizational and other matters


Under this item, the Committee may wish to consider its programme of work for the session, working methods and any other matter concerning the modalities of discharging its functions under the Convention.
