	1.	Adoption of the agenda

The Committee will consider the periodic reports received from Belarus (CERD/C/BLR/24-25), Bosnia and Herzegovina (CERD/C/BIH/14-15), Iran (Islamic Republic of) (CERD/C/IRN/20-27), Iraq (CERD/C/IRQ/26-27), Pakistan (CERD/C/PAK/24-26), the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (CERD/C/GBR/24-26) and Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) (CERD/C/VEN/22-24).
